The Union’s 14th 
Regiment also fought at Gettysburg. On July 1, 1863, the 14th 
met Lee’s army again, this time at Gettysburg along Cemetery 
Ridge on the Union left. There were only 160 men in the 14th 
fit for battle. On July 3, they saw 15,000 men coming across the 
fields at them (in what would become known as “Pickett’s 
Charge”) and the Union Army.
